To Remove the number Plate light peel back 
the plastic cover to expose the wiring and 
door fasteners.
Disconnect the electrical connector. 
Loosen the three nuts and grommet, and 
remove the light unit from the vehicle.   

Pull the rubber door seal at the top of the 
inside door away from the door. Hook the 
top of the ladder over the top of the door.
